Introduction

Message Definition

The Replenishment Proposal message contains the seller delivery or production plan for the buyer
for given trade items and locations for specific time periods.

Principles

In the downstream supply chain, between retailer and manufacturer, the data is based on future
demand put together as finished products and time series, but it can also be restricted to actual
sales data for a certain period of time. The manufacturer needs to provide feedback on its
availability to deliver, taking into account available inventories of both sides.

In the upstream supply chain, between manufacturer and material supplier, the data is based on
material requirements for production and the timing, the availability of material supplier to deliver
and the schedule for delivery. Inventories on both sides are taken into account for the actual
delivery schedule.

Based on the delivery schedule (replenishment proposal), a transport and shipping planning can be
derived.
